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Folwarki klasztoru cystersow w Szczyrzycu
od XVII do XX w. w swietle zachowanych inwentarzy

The Cistercian monastic granges in Szczyrzyc
in the 17" to the 20" centuries as presented in the original inventories

Podstawa gospodarki cysterskiej w wiekach $rednich
i W epoce nowozytnej byta ziemia i zwigzana z nig pro-
dukcja roslinna oraz hodowla. Miato to na celu przede
wszystkim zaspokojenie biezacych potrzeb kazdego kon-
wentu. Od drugiej potowy XIII w. i istniejace, i nowo
powstajace wspolnoty cysterskie powickszaly swoje dobra
glownie poprzez nadania. Rowniez od drugiej potowy
XIIT w. obserwuje si¢ zwickszong tendencj¢ do zamiany
dobr lezacych z dala od klasztoru na wsie lub ich czesci
potozone blizej, co wigzato si¢ z komasacjg wlosci wokot
poszczegdlnych klasztorow. Taka praktyka byta rowniez
stosowana w klasztorze szczyrzyckim. Na przetomie XIV
1 XV w. w klasztorach cysterskich, wraz z rozwojem pro-
cesow osadniczych i zmianami organizacyjnymi, zaczety
ksztattowac si¢ nowe formy gospodarowania — folwarki.

Waznym dziatem gospodarki cysterskiej byta produk-
cja rzemieslnicza, ktora zabezpieczata podstawowe po-
trzeby danego klasztoru i byta tez przeznaczana na han-
del. W zaleznos$ci od zapotrzebowania dziataty migdzy
innymi piekarnie, browary, garbarnie, warsztaty szewskie
czy kowalskie. Wspolnoty cysterskie zajmowaty si¢ hodow-
la ryb (np. w Szczyrzycu znajdowaly si¢ trzy stawy), gos-
podarka lesng (pozyskiwano drewno na opat czy do bu-
dowli), hodowla bydta i trzody chlewnej, ogrodnictwem,
sadownictwem, pasiecznictwem, a takze zielarstwem. Przy
niektorych klasztorach cysterskich (rowniez w Szczyrzy-
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The Cistercian monastic economy in the Middle Ages
and in the modern era was based on land farming and
animal husbandry which provided for the current needs of
each abbey. Since the second half of the 13t century both
the existing and newly established Cistercian communi-
ties extended their estates mainly through endowments.
Furthermore, since the second half of the 13" century
more and more farmsteads located far from the abbey
were traded for villages or their parts located closer, which
in turn resulted in accumulation of the estates around
specific abbeys. This was also a typical practice in the
monastery in Szczyrzyc. At the turn of the 14% and 15t
centuries new forms of farmsteads — granges — began to
develop in the Cistercian monasteries along with the in-
creased settlement processes and organizational changes.

One of the important branches of the Cistercian econ-
omy was handicraft production which provided for the
basic needs of individual monasteries and the handmade
products were also sold. Depending on their needs, the
monasteries had bakeries, breweries, tanneries, cobblers
and smithies. The Cistercian communities had fisheries
(e.g. three fishponds in Szczyrzyc), forests (timber was
produced for firewood or construction), cattle and swine,
gardens, orchards, apiaries and herbaries. Some Cistercian
monasteries (also in Szczyrzyc) had vineyards. When
Stanistaw VI Drohojowski was the abbot in Szczyrzyc,
a brewery was built there (in 1628) which operated practi-
cally all the time until 1996 [1].

The monastic economy in Szczyrzyc was mainly agri-
cultural and included fields, meadows, pastures, gardens
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cu) uprawiano winoro$l. W Szczyrzycu w czasach rzadow
opata Stanistawa VI Drohojowskiego (w 1628 r.) powstal
browar i praktycznie nieprzerwanie prowadzil dziatalnos¢
do 1996 1. [1].

Gospodarka klasztoru szczyrzyckiego miata zdecydo-
wanie charakter rolniczy. Obejmowata pola, taki, pastwis-
ka, ogrody i sady. Podstawowymi uprawami byty zboza
ktosowe: zyto, pszenica, jeczmien, owies, a takze proso
zaliczane do roslin zbozowych z rodziny traw. Oprocz
tych pigciu zb6z sadzono tatarak, gryke, wyke, koniczyne,
ziemniaki, z przemystowych konopie i chmiel. W ogro-
dach uprawiano nastepujace warzywa: pasternak, czarnu-
che, chrzan, kapuste, marchew, pietruszke, bob, rzepe,
cebule, buraki i mak. W ogrodach znajdowaty si¢ rowniez
drzewa owocowe, glownie jabtonie, grusze i $liwy.

Istotnym materiatem zrodlowym do poznania gospo-
darki cystersow szczyrzyckich sa zachowane w archiwum
klasztornym XVII-, XVIII- i XIX-wieczne inwentarze gos-
podarcze [2]-[8] oraz wiele innych dokumentdw, zwlasz-
cza odnoszacych si¢ do epoki nowozytnej. Szczegodlnie
przydatne do oméwienia zagadnienia gospodarki klasztor-
nej byly inwentarze XVIII- i XIX-wieczne. Na podstawie
analizy ich zawarto$ci mozna zauwazy¢ wsrdd nich po-
dobiefistwa i roznice. I tak inwentarz Revisio... doktadnie
opisuje stan zabudowan folwarcznych, podaje doktadny,
imienny wykaz ludnos$ci pracujacej w folwarkach (przy
niektorych osobach nawet — wykonywany zawod, a takze
powiazania rodzinne). Dos$¢ szczegétowo ten sam inwen-
tarz wymienia stan pogtowia bydla rogatego (przy kro-
wach we wszystkich folwarkach podaje nawet ich imiona).
Po raz pierwszy spotyka si¢ w tym inwentarzu informacje
0 hodowli krow rasy tzw. poprawnej (krowa polska rasy
czerwonej), a takze o uprawach ogrodowych. Lakonicz-
nie inwentarz informuje o wysiewach zboz i ich zbiorach,
o0 sprzecie gospodarczym czy sprzecie do gaszenia ognia.

Drugi inwentarz, z 1827 r., rbwniez opisuje stan zabu-
dowan pieciu folwarkéw klasztornych z krescencja wysie-
woOw i zbioréw (najbardziej pelny opis wysiewow i zbio-
row dotyczy tylko folwarku w Raciborzanach). W wielu
przypadkach zawiera identyczne dane jak inwentarz
z 1868 r., dotyczace zbiorow zaré6wno zbdz, jak i z tak
i pastwisk, co sugeruje, ze spisujacy inwentarz w 1868 r.
korzystat z informacji zawartych w inwentarzu z 1827 r.!
Warto podkresli¢, ze inwentarz ten (1827) ma bardzo
szczegblowy spis mieszkancow folwarkoéw tacznie z ich
powinno$ciami wobec klasztoru.

Ostatni z inwentarzy, sporzadzony w latach 1868—1871,
w poréwnaniu z poprzednimi, daje najbardziej precyzyjny
opis zabudowan gospodarczych folwarkéow (bylo ich sie-
dem), ich wyposazenia mi¢gdzy innymi w narze¢dzia gospo-
darcze i sprzet do gaszenia ognia. Wiernie opisuje poszcze-
gblne pomieszczenia folwarkow, ich usytuowanie, stan
zachowania, wyposazenie czy umeblowanie. Inwentarz
ten daje rowniez bardzo doktadny obraz wysiewow i zbio-
réw (zboza, ziemniaki, taki, pastwiska) oraz informacje na
temat stanu hodowli w poszczeg6lnych folwarkach (wysz-
czegoblniajac nawet wiek zwierzat). Najwigkszym manka-
mentem tego cennego zrodta do poznania gospodarki
klasztornej w drugiej polowie XIX w. jest brak jakichkol-
wiek wzmianek o ludnosci zamieszkujacej w folwarkach.

and orchards. The basic crops included: rye, wheat, bar-
ley, oat as well as millet. Furthermore, they grew calamus,
buckwheat, vetch, clover, potatoes as well as hemp and
hops. In the gardens they grew parsnip, nigella, horser-
adish, cabbage, carrot, parsley, broad bean, turnip, onion,
beet and poppy as well as fruit trees such as apple, pear
and plum.

The main sources of information on the Cistercian
economy in Szczyrzyc include the original 17%, 18" and
19™_century monastic inventories [2]-[8] and many other
documents, especially those regarding the modern era, in
particular the inventories from the 18" and 19™ century.
Their analysis provides information about similarities and
differences concerning the monastic economy. For ins-
tance the Revisio... inventory describes in detail the con-
dition of the grange buildings and includes a detailed
register of people working at the granges with their names
(sometimes even their occupations and family connec-
tions). The same inventory has a quite detailed list of
horned cattle (it provides even the names of the cows in
all granges). This is the first inventory to mention the
breeding of original Polish cows (Polish Red Cattle) as
well as garden production. The inventory provides laco-
nic information about crops and their yield, farming
equipment or equipment to put out fires.

The other inventory from 1827 also describes the con-
dition of the buildings in five monastic granges with the
amounts sown and harvested (the most comprehensive
description of the amounts sown as well as harvested
regards only the grange in Raciborzany). In many cases
the inventory provides the same details as the one from
1868, regarding the yield of crops as well as from mea-
dows and pastures, which suggests that the author of the
inventory in 1868 used the information included in the
inventory from 1827! It should be noted that the inventory
from 1827 has a very detailed list of inhabitants of the
granges, including their duties to the monastery.

The last of the inventories, made in 1868—1871, in
comparison to previous ones, provides the most precise
description of the buildings at the granges (there were
seven of them), their facilities, including farming ma-
chinery and equipment to put out fires. It describes
in detail individual rooms at the granges, their location,
condition, furnishings or furniture. The inventory also pro-
vides a very precise description of the amounts sown and
harvested (crops, potatoes, meadows, pastures) as well
as information about the animals kept in individual
granges (specifying even their age). The greatest draw-
back of that useful source of information about the mon-
astery economy in the second half of the 19™ century is
the lack of any information about the people living at the
granges.

For the purposes of this paper only the grange in
Dobroniéw from the 17 until the 19" century will
be described in detail with its outbuildings, equipment,
social structure as well as farming and animal production
and its proceeds. In the case of the other granges
only their outbuildings are presented in this paper. As
regards the 20" century, the issue is presented collec-
tively.

Dla XX w. zagadnienie to zostanie potrak-
towane zbiorczo.

Folwark w Dobroniowie

Na podstawie zachowanych XVIII- i XIX-wiecznych
inwentarzy gospodarczych klasztoru mozna okresli¢
podzial administracyjny dobr klasztornych. I tak Revisio
Praediorum, Inventariorum, Subditorum, ac omnis sup-
pellectillis ad Oeconomiam pertinentium in Villis Mona-
sterij Ciricensis S.0.Cist. [...] z lat 1741-1754 wymienia
pie¢ folwarkow: Dobroniow, Janowice, Raciborzany,
Godusze i Porgbke; drugi z inwentarzy, sporzadzony
ponad 20 lat pozniej Calculationes [...] Officialistarum
Conventus Sciricensis Conscriptae [...] z lat 1763—-1774
wymienia cztery folwarki: Goduszg, Raciborzany, Dobro-
niéw, Janowice; trzeci z inwentarzy XVIII-wiecznych,
sporzadzony za lata 17751782, Colligit in Unum ad est
Calculatio et Annotatio Proventuum Monasterij S.0.C. [...]
wymienia cztery folwarki: Raciborzany, Janowice,
Dobronidéw i Godusze; XIX-wieczny inwentarz: Inventa-
rium Klosters zu Szczyrzyce [...] z 1827 r. wymienia pigé
folwarkéw: Raciborzany, Janowice, Dobroniow, Godusze
i Porabke, za$ Inwentarz Klasztoru meskiego Ksiezy
Cystersow w Szczyrzycu z 1868 r. wymienia az siedem
folwarkéw: Raciborzany, Janowice, Dobroniow, Godusze,
Porabke, Szczyrzyc i Pogorzany. Inwentarze X VIII-wieczne
natomiast nie wymieniaja folwarkow w Pogorzanach
i Szczyrzycu, a inwentarze za lata 1763-1774 1 1775—
1782 nie wzmiankuja o folwarku w Porgbce.

Dziatalno$¢ gospodarcza klasztoru zostanie pokazana
poprzez omoéwienie poszczegdlnych folwarkéw na pod-
stawie zachowanych zrédet archiwalnych, przede wszyst-
kim samych inwentarzy.

Folwark w Dobroniowie zostanie przedstawiony na
podstawie dwoch zachowanych inwentarzy: Revisio... [3],
ktéry zawiera opisy folwarku, jego stanu, wyposazenia,
upraw, hodowli i struktury spotecznej ludnosci za lata
1741-1754 oraz Inwentarza Klasztoru meskiego Ksiezy
Cystersow w Szczyrzycu z 1868 1. [8].

Zabudowania

Zabudowania folwarku w Dobroniowie, oprocz stodoty
i spichlerza, sptonety 19 marca 1740 r. [3, k. 8]. Wkrotce
po pozarze zostat on odbudowany — na podstawie opisu
z 1741 r. wiadomo, ze folwark byl drewniany, z trzema
oknami, skierowanymi w stron¢ spichlerza z posadzka
gliniang. Skladal si¢ z jednej izby, gdzie znajdowat sig¢
piec kaflowy, kominek, dwie tawy przy $cianach, dhugi,
drewniany stol, oraz komnaty, pod ktora byta piwnica [3,
k. 1]. Oprécz budynku mieszkalnego liczyl jeszcze: kur-
nik, gesiarnie, obore, szope, stajni¢, piekarni¢ drewniang
z 1730 r., dwie stodoly, spichlerz z sernikiem (miejsce do
wyrabiania sera) caly drewniany. W obrgbie folwarku

The grange in Dobroniow

On the basis of the original 18" and 19%-century mo-
nastic inventories, one can figure out the administrative
division of the monastic estates. Revisio Praediorum,
Inventariorum, Subditorum, ac omnis suppellectillis ad
Oeconomiam pertinentium in Villis Monasterij Ciricensis
S.0.Cist. [...] from 1741-1754 mentions five granges:
Dobroniéow, Janowice, Raciborzany, Godusza and Porab-
ka; the second inventory, made over 20 years later, Calcu-
lationes |[...] Officialistarum Conventus Sciricensis Con-
scriptae [...] from 1763—-1774 mentions four granges:
Godusza, Raciborzany, Dobroniow, Janowice; the third of
the 18™-century inventories, made for 1775-1782, Colligit
in Unum ad est Calculatio et Annotatio Proventuum Mo-
nasterij S.O.C. [...] mentions four granges: Raciborzany,
Janowice, Dobroniéw and Godusza; the 19™-century in-
ventory: Inventarium Klosters zu Szczyrzyce [...] from
1827 mentions five granges: Raciborzany, Janowice, Do-
bronidéw, Godusza and Porabka, and the Inwentarz Klasz-
toru meskiego Ksiezy Cystersow w Szczyrzycu from 1868
mentions as many as seven granges: Raciborzany, Jano-
wice, Dobroniow, Godusza, Porabka, Szczyrzyc and Po-
gorzany. However, the 18™-century inventories do not
mention the granges in Pogorzany or Szczyrzyc, and the
inventories for 1763—1774 and 17751782 do not men-
tion the grange in Porabka.

The monastic economic activity is hereby presented by
describing individual granges on the basis of original
sources, primarily the inventories.

The grange in Dobroniéw is presented on the basis of
two original inventories: Revisio... [3] which provides the
descriptions of the grange, its conditions, facilities, crops,
animal husbandry and social structure for 1741-1754 and
the Inwentarz Klasztoru meskiego Ksiezy Cystersow
w Szezyrzycu from 1868 [8].

Outbuildings

The outbuildings at the grange in Dobroniéw, apart
from the barn and the granary, burned down on March 19,
1740 [3, k. 8]. Soon after the fire it was rebuilt — the
description from 1741 provides information that the
grange was made of wood; it had three windows and was
oriented to the granary and had a clay floor. It had one
room with a tile stove, a fireplace, two benches by the
walls, a long wooden table and a chamber with a cellar
below it [3, k. 1]. Apart from the residential building it
also had a chicken coop, a goose house, a cowshed,
a shed, a stable, a wooden bakery from 1730, two barns,
a granary with a separate place to make cheese all made
of wood. Furthermore, the grange had a large pen for
calves — with a pool in its center and an apiary by the door
to the shed with two old tree trunk beehives [3, k. 1-3v].

The inventory from 1868 mentions also that the resi-
dential building, which was made of wood, was located
with its front to the north; it was not whitewashed and it
had one stone chimney above the thatched roof. In front
of the building was a door leading from the grange court-
yard covered with small cobble stones. Inside the building
there was an entrance hall, openwork stairs leading to the

nym, murowanym kominem w dachu. Do budynku pro-
wadzity drzwi z wybrukowanego drobnym kamieniem
dziedzinca folwarcznego. Wewnatrz budynku znajdowata
si¢ sien, nieoszalowane schody prowadzace na strych
caly wylepiony gling. W sieni znajdowato si¢ troje
drzwi: jedne prowadzily do komory z oknem wycho-
dzacym na dziedziniec folwarczny, drugie do stajni prze-
znaczonej dla kroéw, trzecie za$§ do izby czeladnej, ktora
oswietlaty dwa okna wychodzace na stron¢ potudniows.
W izbie czeladnej znajdowata si¢ kuchnia, piec piekar-
ski, kuchenka angielska o czterech blachach, od ktorej
ogrzewat si¢ piec z kamykow ustawiony w $cianie i stu-
zacy do ogrzewania izby czeladnej i sasiadujacego z nig
pomieszczenia. Spisujacy inwentarz zaznaczyl, ze bu-
dynek mieszkalny folwarku byl w ztym stanie [8, s. 181—
182]. Poza budynkiem mieszkalnym znajdowaly sie:
stajnia na konie, zrebigta i woty (na podmurowaniu z ka-
mienia tamanego, z drewna postawiony, sloma kryty)
z komorg na sprzgty gospodarskie oraz wozownia, chle-
wy na nierogacizn¢ (budynek na podmuréwce z kamie-
nia lamanego, drewniany, kryty stomg), spichlerz (row-
niez drewniany na podmuréwce), dwie stodoty (obie
stawiane na podmuréwce z kamienia lamanego, pokryte
stoma, a na kalenicy i okapach podwdjnie gontem pod-
bite) [8, s. 183-185].

W folwarku dobroniowskim byt jeden staw o powierz-
chni 740 sazni, wpisany do ksiegi gruntéw w 1820 r. pod
numerem 11. Staw nie byl zarybiony [8, s. 302].

Sprzety gospodarcze

Inwentarz z 1868 r. wymienia sprzgty, jakich przy pra-
cach uzywano w folwarku dobroniowskim. Byly to trzy
kute wozy fornalskie, dwa kute wozy wolarskie, trzy ptu-
gi niemieckie, sze$¢ kutych jarzm z tancuchami na woty,
trzy pary bron z kolcami, cztery pary leter osiecznych,
siedem tancuchéw do wozoéw, 32 tancuchy na bydto, trzy
pary chomatoéw z naszelnikami na konie, trzy pary szlei
z postronkami, jedna pita, dtuto, o$nik, dwa swidry, sze§¢
kos do sieczenia, pig¢ sierpow, jedna skrzynka do sieczki,
szes$¢ kopaczek i jeden kopacz, dwa kilofy, jeden drag
zelazny, cztery sztuki widel do siana i cztery do nawozu,
trzy topaty kute, dwie maznice, sze$¢ potkoszkow do wo-
z6w, osiem luszni wielkich, sze$¢ luszni matych, pigé
ktédek zelaznych, pie¢ par zgrzebet i szczotek, dwie put-
nie na wode, trzy miotki, cztery derki na konie, jeden
miynek niemiecki, jeden miynek polski, cztery szufle,
pig¢¢ koszykdéw na plecy, pigé san z widkami, cztery wioki
do plugow, sze§¢ grabi gumiennych, 24 grabie sienne,
10 grabi stajennych, jeden plug do oborywania ziem-
niakow, jedna skrzynia do zawozenia ziemniakow, jeden
sasiek na obrok, pig¢ skopcoéw, pie¢ stotkow do dojenia
krow, jeden z16b do pojenia i jedno wiadro kute do studni
[8,s. 261-262].

attic all clay-covered. There were three doors in the en-
trance hall: one led to a smaller room with a window
overlooking the grange courtyard, another led to the sta-
ble for cows, and the third one led to the servants’ room
with two windows facing south. The servants’ room had
a stove, a baking oven, a stove with four metal plates (so
called English stove) which heated the stove made of
small stones placed in the wall which in turn heated the
servants’ room and its adjoining room. The author of the
inventory noted that the residential building at the grange
was in poor condition [8, pp. 181-182]. Apart from the
residential building, the grange had also a stable for
horses, colts, and oxen (built on a rubble wall base, made
of wood with a thatched roof) with a room for farming
equipment and a coach house, swineries (built on a rubble
wall base, made of wood with a thatched roof), a granary
(also on a rubble wall base, made of wood), two barns
(both on a rubble wall base with a thatched roof and two
layers of shingles on the roof ridge and eaves) [8,
pp- 183-185].

The grange in Dobroniéw had one pond with the area
of 740 fathoms entered into the land register in 1820
under number 11. The pond had no fish [8, p. 302].

Farming equipment

The inventory from 1868 lists the farming equipment
used at the grange in Dobroniow which included three
horse wagons with iron elements, two ox wagons with
iron elements, three German plows, six yokes with iron
elements and chains for oxen, three spike-tooth harrows,
four ladder wagon sides, seven chains for wagons,
32 chains for cattle, three horse collars with traces, three
harnesses with roles, one saw, a chisel, a drawknife, two
drills, six scythes, five sickles, one box for chaff, six hoes
and one digger, two pickaxes, one iron beam, four pitch-
forks for hay and four pitchforks for manure, three spades
with iron elements, two axleboxes, six wicker baskets for
wagons, eight big ladder wagon support beams, six small
ladder wagon support beams, five iron padlocks, five cur-
rycombs and brushes, two water buckets, three hammers,
four horse blankets, one German grinder, one Polish
grinder, four shovels, five baskets to carry on the back,
five sleighs with drags, four drags for plows, six threshing
floor rakes, 24 hay rakes, 10 stable rakes, one plow for
covering potatoes, one box to carry potatoes, one mow for
fodder, five milk buckets, five stools for milking cows,
one watering trough and one water well bucket with iron
bends [8, pp. 261-262].

The same inventory also lists some equipment to put
out fires that was at the grange in Dobronidow, including
three ladders for chimneys, two pike poles, four watering
cans, four buckets and two lanterns [8, p. 238].

In the case of the grange in Dobronidw, the 18"-centu-
ry inventories do not mention any farming equipment. It
was only under the date of 1740 that some informa-
tion was provided about the equipment used in the cow-
shed — it included a copper cauldron, two watering cans,
ropes for cows, an iron hoe and an iron-tipped shovel
[3, k. 3]. That list indicates that the equipment was not
impressive.
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W tym samym inwentarzu zostaly réwniez wymienio-
ne sprzety do gaszenia pozarow, jakie znajdowaty si¢ na
wyposazeniu folwarku dobroniowskiego, byly to: trzy
drabiny do kominow, dwie osgki do ognia, cztery konew-
ki, cztery wiadra i dwie latarnie [8, s. 238].

W przypadku folwarku dobroniowskiego inwentarze
XVIII-wieczne nie wymieniaja narzedzi gospodarskich.
Zaledwie pod data 1740 umieszczono informacje o sprze-
tach uzywanych w oborze — byly to: kociotek miedziany,
dwie konwie, powrozy na krowy, motyka zelazna i topata
okowana [3, k. 3]. Jak wynika z tego zestawienia, nie byty
one imponujace.

Struktura spoteczna folwarku w Dobroniowie

Folwarkiem w Dobroniowie kolejno zarzadzali:

— Dzierzawey: Skorscy (wzmiankowani w 1663 r.)!;

The social structure of the grange in Dobroniow

The grange in Dobroniéw was managed by the following:

— Leaseholders: the Skorskis (mentioned in 1663)';
Jakub Dziadun (mentioned in 1751) with family (wife
Franciszka, sons: Sebastian and Piotr). Other residents
included: shepherdess — Katarzyna Grucelonka, swine-
herd — Zofia Ferfeconka, landless peasant — Marcin
Koziotek with his wife Matgorzata [3, k. 8]; Jan Dubrasz
(1753) [3, k. 14]; Grzegorz Turzanski (1924)?; Szymon
Pflarter (1927)3; Aleksander Bydtowski (1932)*.

According to the register from 1751 the village of Do-
broniéw was inhabited by the following: two peasants,
two small farmers, two croft owners and five landless
peasants.

— Peasants: Macko (1675) [9], Frysik (1675) [9],
Markowic (1675) [9], Jakub Pietrzykowski (1753) with
his wife Zofia and children: son Szymon, daughters
Agnieszka, Regina, and Zofia. Furthermore, the follow-
ing persons worked for that peasant: farmhand — Lukasz
Pazdanik, broom — Marcin, oxherd — Stanistaw Mtynar-
czyk [3, k. 8]; Jakub Macko (1753) with his wife Regina.
The following persons also worked for him: farmhand —
Stanistaw Pitwor, broom — Stanistaw Kawula, oxherd —
Kazimierz Bialy, shepherdess — Malgorzata Zajacowna,
maid — Franciszka Rubaszonka. Other residents of the
house included two landless peasants: Wojciech Gargas
with his wife Anna and Andrzej Gargas with his wife
Katarzyna [3, k. 8].

— Small farmers: Piszczek (1675) [9], Markowa
(widow 1675) [9], Opiela (1675) [9], Lukasz Piszczek
(1753) with his wife Anna, farmhand Jan Kutra, maids —
Matgorzata Pitworczonka and Magdalena Miskow-
szczonka, shepherdess — Jadwiga Pitworczonka, oxherd
— Btazej Bialy. Other residents of the house included
landless peasant — Lukasz Pitwor with his wife Zofia
[3, k. 8]; Jakub Marek (1753) with his wife Anna, chil-
dren — sons: Wawrzyniec, Marcin, and Wojciech, daugh-
ters: Maryna, Zofia, Magdalena; as well as farmhand —
Jan Marek, broom — Michat Kapera, maid — Franciszka
Trzepaczoéwna, shepherdess — Urszula Kurkéwna. The
following persons also lived in that house: landless peas-
ant — Andrzej Mucha with his wife Jadwiga [3, k. 8].

— Croft owners: Brewka (1675) [9], Stanistaw
Piszczek (1753) with his wife Zofia, farmhand — Piotr
Makietka. Other residents of the house included landless
peasant — Sebastian Pietrzykowski with his wife Agniesz-
ka, son Blazej and daughter Anastazja®; Jan Marek with
his wife Franciszka and daughters: Jadwiga and Kune-
gunda [3, k. 8-8v]°.

The above list demonstrates that the inhabitants includ-
ed whole families of leaseholders, peasants, small farmers
and croft owners working at the monastic estates, and
their first original mentions come not before 1663. The

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tym zamieszkiwat rowniez komornik — Sebastian Pietrzy-
kowski z zong Agnieszka, synem Blazejem i corkg Anas-
tazjg; Jan Marek z zong Franciszkg i corkami: Jadwigg
i Kunegunda [3, k. 8-8v]°.

Jak wynika z powyzszego zestawienia, byly to cate ro-
dziny zaro6wno dzierzawcow, kmieci, potrolnikow, jak i za-
grodnikow pracujacych w dobrach klasztornych, a pierw-
sze zachowane wzmianki pochodza dopiero z 1663 r.
Okreslenia zamieszczone przy imionach badz nazwiskach
(przezwiskach) poszczegodlnych osdb pozwalaja uchwycié
czynnosci, jakie wykonywali na co dzien. Byli wsérdd nich
parobkowie, wolarze, §winiarki, koniarze i tzw. dziewki
do rozmaitych postug. Wszyscy oni tworzyli duza grupe
0s6b pracujacych w folwarku dobroniowskim.

Folwark w Janowicach

Wedhug inwentarza z 1675 r. pierwotne, drewniane za-
budowania folwarku ulegly zniszczeniu. Odnotowano
bowiem, iz byl ponownie wybudowany (1669) i znajdowat
si¢ w dobrym stanie. Inwentarz wymienia nastgpujace za-
budowania folwarczne: spizarni¢ (w ktérej znajdowaly
si¢ cztery beczki, dzieza, konew, masnica), kurnik, oboreg,
stajnie, chlewy, stodoty [9].

Pierwszy budynek folwarczny w 1741 r. byt drewnia-
ny, kryty stoma i polozony obok sadzawki, tuz przy spich-
lerzu. Zewnetrzne drzwi prowadzily do sieni wylozonej
gliniang posadzka, a z niej przechodzilo si¢ do nastgpne;j
izby, ktorg o$wietlaty trzy, niewielkich rozmiaréw, okna.
W izbie znajdowata si¢ posadzka z tarcic — jak zaznaczyt
spisujacy inwentarz — w zlym stanie, ponadto stary piec
kaflowy, osadzony na fundamencie z kamienia, obok pie-
ca staty dwie proste, usytuowane na stupkach tawki. Dalej
w izbie znajdowala si¢ szatka, niewielkich rozmiarow
stol z tarcic jodtowych i ,,wieszadka” przymocowana
kotkami do §ciany. Z izby prowadzity drzwi do komnaty
o dwoch oknach, w komnacie usytuowane byty dwie lawy
z tarcic. Obok komnaty byta komora z dwoma oknami.

W sieni budynku folwarcznego znajdowaly si¢ rowniez
drzwi wejsciowe prowadzace do piekarni o trzech oknach,
zwroconych ku sadowi. W niej stat piec chlebowy, wy-
konany z kamienia i gliny, oraz trzy lawy. Z piekarni
przez sien prowadzito wejscie do komory i obory. Do
piekarni przylegata gesiarnia, dalej za$ obora z drewna
bukowego, przykryta zniszczonym juz stomianym da-
chem. Nieopodal obory znajdowatly si¢ dwie stajnie dla
cielat, bedace juz w ztym stanie, sprochniale o zniszczo-
nym dachu. Budynek mieszkalny folwarku polaczony byt
z obora ptotem wykonanym z zerdzi. Oprécz wyzej wy-
mienionych budynkéw znajdowaly si¢ jeszcze dwie
drewniane stodoty (jedna nowo wybudowana), dalej wo-
lownia ze zniszczonym dachem i spichlerz usytuowany
od strony polnocnej, pokryty gontem, z dymnikiem,
w ktérym byto drewniane okno. Przed stodotami usytuo-
wane byly trzy gumna [3, k. 34v—35v]. Wspomniany
budynek folwarczny wraz z zabudowaniami, oprocz sto-

terms recorded by the first or last names (nicknames) of
the individual persons provide some information about
their daily jobs. This included farmhands, oxherds, swine-
herds, brooms and maids performing various jobs. All of
them created a large group of persons working at the
grange in Dobroniow.

The grange in Janowice

According to the inventory from 1675, the condition of
the originally wooden outbuildings at the grange deterio-
rated, however, it was rebuilt (1669) and its condition was
good. The inventory lists the following outbuildings at the
grange: storage house (with four barrels, dough-rising
bucket, watering can, butter churn), chicken coop, cow-
shed, stables, swineries, barns [9].

The first grange building in 1741 was made of wood,
had a thatched roof and was located near a pool right by
the granary. The external door led to the entrance hall with
a clay floor and further to the next room with three small
windows. The room had a timber floor — as described by
the author of the inventory — in poor condition as well as
an old tile stove on a stone foundation with two crude
benches on posts next to it. Further in the room there was
a chest, a small table made of fir wood and a rack fixed to
the wall. A door in that room led to another room with two
windows and two benches made of wood. There was
another smaller room with two windows next to that room.

In the entrance hall of the grange building there was
also a door leading to the baking oven room with three
windows overlooking the orchard with a bread oven made
of stone and clay as well as three benches. A door in that
room led through an entrance hall to a smaller room and
a cowshed. There was a goose house adjoining the baking
oven room, and further a cowshed made of beech wood
covered with a dilapidated thatched roof. Near the cow-
shed there were two dilapidated stables for calves with
rotten roofs. A fence made of poles connected the grange
residential building with the cowshed. Apart from the
buildings mentioned above there were two more wooden
barns (one newly built), an ox house with a dilapidated
roof and a granary located from the north side covered
with a shingled roof with a smoke vent, and a wooden
window. There were three thrashing fields in front of the
barns [3, k. 34v-35v]. The grange building with other
outbuildings, except for the barns and the granary, burned
down in the fire on August 28, 1848 [3, k. 40v].

The inventory from 1868 informs that the residential
building at the grange was made of wood, had a thatched
roof from the east side and shingled roof from the west,
south, and north sides. There was a door leading to the
building from the west side, directly from the grange
courtyard. The building had an entrance hall, a masonry
vaulted kitchen with a rubble stone floor, a stove with
three plates and a inbuilt copper kettle and a huge baking
oven. Another door led to a servants’ room and further to
a boarding room. Another door led from the entrance hall
to another servants’ room whose floor — as noted in 1868
— was already ruined and its ceiling dilapidated. It should
be noted that in 1868 these rooms were not inhabited.

Inwentarz z 1868 r. informuje, ze budynek mieszkalny
folwarku byl drewniany, od strony wschodniej kryty
stoma, za$ od zachodu, potudnia i poéinocy pokryty gon-
tem. Do budynku prowadzity drzwi od strony zachodnie;j,
wprost z dziedzinca folwarcznego. W budynku znajdowata
si¢ sien, kuchnia murowana, sklepiona z podtoga wyto-
zong kamieniem famanym, kuchenka angielska z trzema
blachami i wmurowanym kottem miedzianym, a takze
wielki piec piekarski. Dalej prowadzily drzwi do izby
czeladnej, z niej za$ do stancji. Z sieni mozna tez bylo
wejs¢ do drugiej izby czeladnej, w ktorej —jak odnotowano
— w 1868 r. podloga byla juz zrujnowana, a powata
zniszczona.

Folwark janowicki miat tez dwa stawy wpisane do
metryki gruntowej w 1820 r. pod numerem 11. Wigkszy
liczyt 576 sazni powierzchni, mniejszy — 480. Stawy nie
byty zarybione [8, s. 302].

Folwark w Raciborzanach

Budynek folwarku w Raciborzanach sptongl w 1740 r.
Jeszcze w tym samym roku zostal wybudowany nowy,
drewniany [3, k. 63]. Z dziedzinca folwarcznego przez
drzwi wchodzito si¢ do izby, w ktorej znajdowata si¢ po-
sadzka ubita z ziemi i dwa okna ,,oprawione w otow”.
W pomieszczeniu byty dwie tawy wykonane z tarcic, nie-
heblowane, oraz piec kaflowy na fundamencie z kamienia
i gliny. W poblizu pieca stala tawka, rowniez z tarcic.
Z izby przez drzwi wchodzito si¢ do komnaty z posadzka
z ubitej ziemi i jednym oknem. Obok komnaty znajdowat
si¢ kurniczek, gesiarnia i piekarnia (z dwiema malymi
fawkami), a pod nig piwnica. Piekarniany piec wykonany
byt z cegly, na fundamencie z kamienia i gliny, sklepiony.
Z piekarni przez drzwi wchodzito si¢ do komory.

Obok budynku mieszkalnego w folwarku znajdowala
si¢ wolarnia, przy niej za§ obora. Od wegta obory do spi-

There were two more dark rooms in that building to keep
poultry. To the north of it there were farm buildings such
as a masonry granary’ with two levels and two rooms
(hall, main room), a wooden stable with a thatched roof
for horses, oxen, and calves as well as a wagon house,
a smaller room for farming tools, a room for horse and
cattle fodder. To the south of the residential building there
was a wooden stable (with a thatched roof) for cows and
swine. Between the stable and the residential building for
the farmer there was a masonry storage house with a shin-
gled roof. Outside of the grange courtyard, to the west,
there were three wooden barns with thatched roofs in
good condition with two mows for straw and a threshing
field. In front of the residential building there was a round,
5—6 fathoms deep well with a stonework well wall and
a wheel to draw water [8, pp. 173-180].

The grange in Janowice also had two ponds entered in
the land register in 1820 under number 11. The area of the
bigger one was 576 and the other one 480 fathoms. The
ponds did not have fish [8, p. 302].

The grange in Raciborzany

The grange in Raciborzany burned down in 1740. Still
in the same year a new one was made of wood [3, k. 63].
A door led from the grange courtyard to a room with
a beaten earth floor and two windows “clad with lead”.
The room had two benches made of unplaned timber and
a tile stove on a stone and clay base. There was a bench,
also made of timber, near the stove. A door led from the
room to a room with a beaten earth floor and one window.
Next to the room there was a small chicken coop, a goose
pen, and a baking oven room (with two small benches),
and a storage cellar underneath. The baking oven was
made of bricks on a stone and clay base, vaulted. A door
led from that room to another smaller room.

Next to the residential building there was an ox house,
and a cowshed next to it. A wooden fence led from the
cowshed corner to the granary. The roofed granary had
seven storage sections. There was a wooden stable and two
wooden barns near the granary, in rather good condition.

The grange in Raciborzany also had an old watermill
with a shaft and a water wheel as well as an oil pressing
house and sawmill. The author of the inventory noted that
the saw gate and benches required repair. Furthermore,
there was also an inn with two windows and a timber
floor. Inside, the inn had one room with benches by the
walls and a table in the middle, all painted. The inn had
a yellow tile stove on a stone and clay base. There were
two paintings on canvas hanging on the walls, one of
Christ Crucified and the other of St. Bernard. Further-
more, the furnishings included a candlestick, a stoup, and
a wardrobe [3, k. 62—-68v].

The inventory from 1868 recorded that the residential
building at the grange in Raciborzany was made of wood
and it was remodeled in 1862. It had a thatched roof and

Ponadto na wy-
posazeniu byly: $wiecznik, kropielniczka i szafa [3,
k. 62-68v].

Inwentarz z 1868 r. odnotowuje, iz budynek mieszkal-
ny folwarku w Raciborzanach byl drewniany i zostat
przebudowany w 1862 r. Pokryto go stoma, a na kalenicy
i okapach podwojnie podbito gontem. W budynku znajdo-
wala si¢ sien z powalg z desek, podloga ubita z gliny
i gtownym kominem (w ktéry wmurowany zostat wielki
kociol miedziany), ponadto dwie stancje i pi¢¢ komor.
W stancjach i komorach byta juz podtoga wykonana z de-
sek. Wszystkie stancje byly oswietlone niewielkimi okna-
mi. Na wschdd od budynku mieszkalnego znajdowat sig¢
spichlerz drewniany, ustawiony na podmurowaniu ka-
miennym, pokryty stomg z przydaszkiem o trzech stupach
drewnianych. Podzielony byl na sze$¢ sasiekow. Na za-
chdd od spichlerza usytuowana byta stajnia przeznaczona
na konie oraz wozownia.

Juz za dziedzincem
folwarcznym od strony poludniowo-wschodniej znajdo-
waly sie¢ trzy stodoly, dwie z nich byly drewniane, trzecia
za$ postawiona byla z trzech ,,calowych forsztoéw”, za-
puszczonych w murowane stupy. Do domu dobudowany
byt mlyn i tracz, caly drewniany, podmurowany i pokryty
gontem. We mlynie znajdowato si¢ pomieszczenie zwane
»-mlynnica”, z przyrzadami do mielenia, oraz izba miesz-
kalna. Po czterech drewnianych stopniach prowadzi-
lo przejscie z ,,mlynnicy” do tracza, w ktorym usytuowa-
ne bylo urzadzenie do tarcia desek na jedna pile [8,
s. 165-172].

Na terenie folwarku Raciborzany znajdowat si¢ rowniez
staw o powierzchni 390 sazni, zapisany w metryce grun-
towej w 1820 r. pod numerem topograficznym 11. Nie byt
zarybiony, stuzyl tylko do pojenia bydta [8, s. 302].

Folwark w Goduszy
W 1740 r. budynek folwarczny byt drewniany i jak za-

notowano — w dobrym stanie. Znajdowala si¢ w nim izba
o dwodch oknach, pod ktérymi stala jedna duza tawa

two layers of shingles on the roof ridge and eaves. The
building had an entrance hall with a board ceiling, beaten
clay floor and the main chimney (with a large inbuilt cop-
per kettle); furthermore, it had two boarding rooms and
five smaller rooms which had timber board floors. All
boarding rooms had small windows. To the east of this
building there was a wooden granary on a stone base,
a thatched roof with an additional narrow roof on three
wooden posts with six storage sections. To the west of the
granary there was a stable for horses and a wagon house.
That building was also made of wood. Further to the west
there were stables for cattle (cows, calves, and oxen) with
thatched roofs, made of stone and brick as well as for
keeping farm tools. Wooden swineries were added to the
stables from the east side. A chicken coop was in the attic
of the swinery. There were three barns behind the grange
courtyard from the south-east side, two of which were
made of wood and the third one was made of three “hefty
boards” fixed in masonry posts. There was a mill and
a sawmill added to the house, all made of wood on a stone
base with a shingled roof. The mill had a special room
with milling tools and a living quarter. There was a pas-
sageway with four wooden steps from that “milling room”
to the sawmill with one saw [8, pp. 165-172].

The grange in Raciborzany also had a pond of the area
of 390 fathoms entered into the land register in 1820
under the topographic number 11. It had no fish and it was
used only for watering cattle [8, p. 302].

The grange in Godusza

In 1740, the grange was made of wood and its condition
was good. It had a room with two windows, one large
bench and two small benches by the tile stove placed on
a stone and clay base. The stove had a straight chimney,
also made of clay. There was also another room in the
building with one window in a wooden frame. The room
had two paintings on canvas: Virgin Mary and St. Anthony.
There was a door leading from that room to the entrance
hall and further from the entrance hall directly to the
orchard in the direction of the granary. Another door led
from the entrance hall to the baking oven room with three
windows. There was a “clay-made” baking oven in the
middle of that room placed on a base and a bench “hewed
from wood”. The baking oven room had an entrance to the
smaller room and further to the entrance hall and then
directly outside towards the cowshed. In a small entrance
hall there was also a small wooden swinery. Next to the re-
sidential building there was a small storage house made of
stone and clay to be closed with an “iron hasp and staples”.

The grange outbuildings were separated from the resi-
dential building by a high “tyninowy” fence going all the
way to the courtyard. A new granary with a shingled roof
was located closest to the residential building, then there
was shed with a thatched roof and no walls, then a cowshed
and a stable — all made of wood. The stable had a goose pen
“made of small trees” with a beam ceiling [3, k. 92-93v]®.

Zabudowania folwarczne od budynku mieszkalnego
odgradzal wysoki ,.tyninowy” ptot, ciagnacy si¢ az do
samego gumna. Najblizej budynku mieszkalnego usytuo-
wany byl spichlerz, nowo wybudowany, kryty gontem,
dalej szopa bez $cian — przykryta stoma, nastgpnie obora
i stajnia — wszystkie wybudowane z drzewa. W stajni za$
znajdowala si¢ gesiarnia ,,z drzewek budowana” z powata
z zerdzi kladziong [3, k. 92-93v]®.

Inwentarz z 1868 r. odnotowuje, ze budynek miesz-
kalny folwarku w Goduszy frontem skierowany byt na
poludnie. Byt on juz w cato$ci murowany z kamienia ta-
manego na wpot z cegla, wytynkowany i pobielony wap-
nem oraz pokryty stomg. Do budynku wchodzito sig¢
przez drewniany ganek do sieni, a stamtad do izby wy-
posazonej w podloge z desek, dwa okna usytuowane od
strony potudniowej i piec z kamieni. Lacznie w budynku
mieszkalnym byto sze$¢ izb, wszystkie z drewnianymi
podtogami. Naprzeciw gltéwnego wejscia do sieni byta
niewielka komora z jednym oknem (nieopalana) stuzaca
do przechowywania sprzetow gospodarskich. Obok drzwi
do komory znajdowaty si¢ schody prowadzace na strych
i do piwnicy, dalej za§ pomieszczenie kuchenne wypo-
sazone w kuchni¢ angielska o czterech blachach z wmu-
rowanym kociotkiem miedzianym i murowang nalepa
pod kapa oraz piecem piekarniczym. Pod budynkiem
znajdowat si¢ korytarz, ktory ciagnal si¢ od ponocy w
kierunku potudniowym, zasklepiony z podtoga wytozona
famanym kamieniem, jak zanotowano — o$wietlony dwo-
ma oknami od strony potudniowej i wschodniej. Po oby-
dwu stronach korytarza osadzonych byto pigcioro drzwi
prowadzacych do dziesigciu piwnic.

Na wschod od budynku mieszkalnego znajdowat sig
spichlerz drewniany na podmurowaniu z kamienia ta-
manego, pokryty stomg. Dalej w kierunku potudniowym
usytuowana byta stajnia na konie i woly, murowana, pok-
ryta stomg, podzielona na pig¢ czgsci: w pierwszej byt
kurnik, w kolejnych konie, woty i wozownia, pomiesz-
czenie ostatnie za$ przeznaczone byto do przechowy-
wania sprzetow gospodarskich. Wsroéd zabudowan gospo-

The inventory from 1868 recorded that the residential
building at the grange in Godusza was built with its front
facing south. It was all made of rubble stone and brick,
plastered and lime whitewashed, with a thatched roof.
A wooden porch led to an entrance hall and further to the
main room which had a board floor and two windows
located on the south side and a stone stove. The residen-
tial building had in total six rooms, all with wooden
floors. Opposite the main entrance to the entrance hall
there was a smaller room with one window (not heated)
to store farm tools. Next to its door there were stairs lead-
ing to the attic and the cellar, and a kitchen behind it with
a stove with four plates as well as an inbuilt copper kettle,
masonry stovetop under hood and a baking oven. There
was a passageway under the building going south to
north, vaulted with a rubble stone floor with two windows
from the south and east sides. There were five doors on
both sides of the passageway leading to ten cellars.

To the east of the residential building there was
a wooden granary on a rubble stone base with a thatched
roof. Further to the south there was a masonry stable for
horses and oxen with a thatched roof divided into five
sections for chicken, horses, oxen and wagons; the last
section was a storage of farm tools. The grange outbuild-
ings included: swineries, a stable for 30 cows, a storage
house for animal feed and farm tools as well as a wooden
barn (8, pp. 186—193].

The grange in Porgbka

In 1740, the grange building was small, made of wood
with no floor, and it had a small room with two windows.
Inside that room there was only one crude bench, a new
tile stove and a fireplace on a base. A door led from that
room to a baking oven room whose condition was poor. It
had two windows and an oven made of stone and clay.
A little further there was a door leading to a cowshed
(dilapidated “with no roof”) and to four barns. The fourth
one served as a sheepshed. Nearby there was a small sta-
ble with a chaffpen and a sheep shed [k. 123-1247°.

According to the inventory from 1868 the residential
building at the grange in Porgbka was made of wood
on a stone base and it had a shingled roof with a mason-
ry chimney. The entrance to the building led from the
side of the north courtyard through the porch to a rubble
stone entrance hall, and further to the main room with
a wooden floor and another smaller room behind it and
still further to a kitchen with one window facing south,
a stove with four plates, an inbuilt copper kettle and
a baking oven. A door in the kitchen led to two more
rooms connected with each other with board floors and
ceilings. To the east of the residential building there were
wooden stables on a high rubble stone base with a tha-
tched roof for cows, horses and farm tools. Next to the
stables there were two masonry storage houses with two
small windows facing east. Right next to the stables there
was a wooden granary on a rubble stone base also with

Folwark w Porgbce

W 1740 r. budynek folwarczny byt drewniany, niewiel-
kich rozmiaréw, bez posadzki, z matg komora, ktorg os-
wietlaty dwa okna. Wewnatrz komory byta zaledwie jed-
na prosta tawa, nowy piec kaflowy, obok niego kominek
osadzony na fundamencie. Z komory prowadzity drzwi
do piekarni, znajdujacej si¢ wowczas w ztym stanie. Byty
w niej dwa okna, piec wykonany z kamienia i gliny.
Nieco dalej prowadzity drzwi do obory (w zlym stanie
,,bez poszycia”) oraz do czterech stodot. Czwarta stodota
zostala przeznaczona na owczarni¢. Nieopodal nich
znajdowata si¢ stajenka, do ktorej przylegat plewnik oraz
owczarnia [k. 123-124]°.

Wedhug inwentarza z 1868 r. budynek mieszkalny
folwarku w Porgbce byl drewniany na podmurowaniu
z kamienia, pokryty gontem. Nad dachem wznosit si¢ mu-
rowany komin. Wejscie do budynku wiodlo od strony
dziedzinca pdéinocnego przez ganek do wybrukowanej
kamieniem tamanym sieni. Stad do izby z drewniang pod-
loga, za ktora byta nastepna izdebka, a dalej do kuchni
z jednym oknem wychodzacym na potudnie i kuchenka
angielska o czterech blachach z wmurowanym kociotkiem
miedzianym i piecem piekarskim. Z kuchni przechodzito
si¢ do dwoch kolejnych izb, polaczonych ze soba, w kto-
rych byta podtoga z desek i powala zwyczajna. Na wschod
od budynku mieszkalnego znajdowaty si¢ drewniane staj-
nie osadzone na wysokim podmurowaniu z kamienia fa-
manego i pokryte stomianym dachem, przeznaczone dla
krow, koni i woldw oraz na sprzgty gospodarskie. Obok
stajni byly dwie murowane piwnice o$wietlone dwoma
matymi oknami wychodzacymi w kierunku wschodnim.
Tuz obok stajni znajdowat si¢ drewniany spichlerz na pod-
murowaniu z kamienia tamanego, rdwniez pokryty sto-
mga. Spichlerz posiadat drewniang podtoge i jedno mate,
pojedyncze okno. Podzielony byl na sze$¢ przedzialow
stuzacych do przechowywania zboza. Od strony zachod-
niej budynku mieszkalnego folwarku usytuowana byta
stodola z wozownig, rdwniez drewniana, kryta stoma.
Prowadzila do niej wielka, dwuskrzydlna brama wjezdna
[8, s. 194-198].

Do zabudowan folwarcznych nalezal rowniez nie-
wielki browar, do ktérego wchodzito si¢ przez mostek
znajdujacy si¢ tuz przed drzwiami wykonanymi z tarcic.
Miescita si¢ w nim suszarnia do stodu, palarnia, chlewik,
izba o dwoch oknach, w ktérych w 1741 r. nie bylo szyb.
Na wyposazeniu izby byt komin wykonany z gliny, maty
piec kaflowy, dwie lawy i prosty stol. Ponadto w bro-
warze byla komora, a obok budynku piwnica. Browar
pokryty byl gontem [3, k. 125-125v]. Prawdopodobnie
browar ten przestat funkcjonowac, albowiem nie wspo-
mina o nim inwentarz gospodarczy dobr klasztoru za lata
1868-1871.

a thatched roof. The granary had a wooden floor and one
small single window. It was divided into six sections to
store cereal. From the west side of the residential building
at the grange there was a barn for wagons also made of
wood with a thatched roof and a huge two-winged entrance
gate [8, pp. 194-198].

The grange outbuildings also included a small brewery
with a small bridge right in front of the door made of
timber. It had a malt drying room, a fire room, a small
swinery, a room with two windows which had no glass in
1741. The furnishings of the room included a clay chim-
ney, a small tile stove, two benches and a crude table.
Furthermore, the brewery had a smaller room and a stor-
age house next to the building. The brewery had a shin-
gled roof [3, k. 125-125v]. Probably the brewery ceased
to operate as the inventory of the monastery for 1868—
1871 does not mention it.

The grange in Pogorzany

The inventory from 1781 recorded that Jozef and

Magdalena Wierzchlejski were the leaseholders of the
grange in Pogorzany'?. In 1794 the estates located in the
so called Abramowicki Estate, which comprised Pogo-
rzany, Smykan, Gora $w. Jana, Pobrgczyn and Wil-
kowisko: [...] were granted to Count Dzieduszycki in ex-
change for brine baths. Their value was estimated at
23,417 f1. 3 [10, p. 48]. The Dzieduszycki family owned
Pogorzany until 1865. On March 3, 1865, the Prior of the
monastery in Szczyrzyc Aleksander Antoni Czopek and
the order concluded a contract with Countess Dzieduszycka
regarding the purchase of the property in Szczyrzyc with
its outbuildings and adjacent land by the monastery. The
parties agreed the price at 77,500 guldens. The monastery
bought the property in Szczyrzyc with its outbuildings and
adjacent land pursuant to the extract from the national
register for 77,500 guldens as evidenced in the first arti-
cle of the contract concluded on March 3, 1865 which
provides that Her Majesty Countess Dzieduszycka offered
for sale her property in Szczyrzyc with its outbuildings
and adjacent land as recorded in the land register and the
cadaster that she had bought, held or to which she was
entitled, etc."! The property in Szczyrzyc which was re-
purchased by the monastery included: Szczyrzyc, Pogo-
rzany, Gora $w. Jana, Smykan, Pobreczyn and Abramowi-
ce!?. The original inventory from the second half of the
19t century does not mention the inhabitants of the grange
in Pogorzany.

The residential building at the grange in Pogorzany in
1868 was made of rubble stone and brick; it had a shin-
gled roof and its front was facing west. It was 9.5 fathoms
long, 5 fathoms wide, and 1.5 fathoms high. There was
a door leading from the entrance hall of the building to the
first living quarter with a stove with three metal plates and
an inbuilt copper kettle, a clay stovetop, a baking oven

Budynek mieszkalny folwarku w Pogorzanach w 1868 r.
byt murowany z kamienia tamanego na wpdt z cegla,
podbity gontem i usytuowany frontem w kierunku za-
chodnim. Posiadat wymiary: 9,5 saznia dtugosci, 5 sazni
szerokosci, 1,5 saznia wysokosci. Z sieni budynku pro-
wadzilo wejscie do pierwszej izby mieszkalnej. Znaj-
dowatla si¢ w niej kuchnia angielska o trzech blachach
z wmurowanym kotlem miedzianym, nalepa, piecem pie-
karskim i piecem z kamykdéw. Z izby kuchennej przecho-
dzito si¢ do komory stuzacej do przechowywania sprzetow
gospodarskich, dalej za$§ do drugiej izby, oswietlonej
trzema oknami (dwa wychodzily na zachéd, jedno na
poludnie). Obok drugiej izby znajdowala si¢ niewielka
komodrka. W poblizu budynku mieszkalnego od strony
poludniowej usytuowane byly chlewy na nierogacizng
i kurnik, zbudowane z drewna i podbite gontem. Budy-
nek podzielony byl na niewielkich rozmiaréw pomiesz-
czenia stuzace do przechowywania zwierzat. Dalej w kie-
runku zachodnim usytuowana byta stajnia dla krow, mu-
rowana z kamienia na wpot z cegla i podbita gontem,
o wymiarach 11,33 saznia dlugosci, 4,33 saznia szeroko$ci
i 1,33 saznia wysokos$ci. Budynek posiadat strych wyle-
piony gling. Dalej od stajni w kierunku zachodnim znaj-
dowala si¢ stodota, w cato$ci murowana, pokryta stoma
o wymiarach: 13,66 saznia dtugosci, 5 sazni szerokosci,
1,5 saznia wysokosci. W stodole miescito si¢ jedno boisko
do midcenia zboza, za$ po bokach dwa sasieki. Naprzeciw
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and a stone stove. Behind the kitchen there was a smaller
room to store farm tools, and another room with three
windows (two facing west and one facing south). There
was another smaller room next to that room. Near the
residential building from the south there were swineries
and a chicken coop, made of wood with shingled roofs.
The building was divided into small rooms to keep ani-
mals. Further to the west there was a 11.33 fathoms long,
4.33 fathoms wide, and 1.33 fathoms high stable for cows
made of rubble stone and brick with a shingled roof. The
building had a clay-covered attic. To the west from the
stable there was a masonry barn with a thatched roof
(13.66 fathoms long, 5 fathoms wide, 1.5 fathoms high).
The barn had one threshing field and two storage sections
on the sides. Another barn was located opposite that barn.
All buildings at the grange were enclosed by a fence made
of forest branches and poles.

Outside the grange (by the forest and Ciecien Mount)
there was a wooden forester’s lodge (7.5 fathoms long,
3 fathoms wide, and 1.33 fathoms high). The building had
an entrance hall, a small stable for cows behind a partition
wall in the entrance hall, and two living quarters [8,
pp. 214-218].

The grange in Szczyrzyc

The 18™-century inventories did not record any infor-
mation about that grange. It should be noted that the old-
est inventory regarding the grange in Szczyrzyc is the
inventory from 1645 when Joachim II Mstowski from
Mstow was the abbot. It has only one sheet with details on
the buildings at the grange, the cowshed, the barns, the
monastic brewery and the amount of grain in the granary
[11]. The ownership of the grange in Szczyrzyc with
some monastic buildings was transferred to the Dziedu-
szycki counts in 1794. It was only after a few dozen years
that on March 3, 1865 the order repurchased the monastic
buildings as well as the monastic estates in Szczyrzyc
from Helena Dzieduszycka'®. The most detailed descrip-
tion of the grange in Szczyrzyc comes from 1868. Just
like in the case of the grange in Pogorzany, the inventory
of the monastery with the description of the grange in
Szczyrzyc in 1868 does not list its inhabitants.

According to the records from 1645 the grange was lo-
cated right next to the monastery. The inventory lists the
following buildings at the grange: a granary with three
“chambers”, a chicken coop and a small stable in the
granary entrance hall, swineries, a cheese making place,
a cellar underneath, a residential building, barns and
a brewery located by the monastery!'®. According to the
inventory from 1868 the residential building at the grange
(19 fathoms long and 5 fathoms wide) had its front fac-
ing north. From the west side it was made of rubble stone
and brick, and of wood from the east; it had a shingled
roof and four masonry chimneys. The building had four

Folwark w Szczgyrzycu

Brakuje wiadomosci o tym folwarku w inwentarzach
XVIII-wiecznych. Warto zaznaczy¢, ze najstarszym in-
wentarzem dotyczacym folwarku szczyrzyckiego jest in-
wentarz pochodzacy z 1645 r., z czasow rzaddéw opata
Joachima II z Mstowa Mstowskiego. Jest to zaledwie jedna
karta zawierajaca dane o zabudowaniach folwarku, stanie
obory, stodotach, browarze klasztornym i zawarto$ci zboza
w spichlerzu [11]. Folwark w Szczyrzycu wraz z czescia
zabudowan klasztornych w 1794 r. przeszedt na wlasnos¢
hrabiow Dzieduszyckich. Dopiero po kilkudziesigciu la-
tach, 3 marca 1865 r., konwent odkupit od Heleny Dzie-
duszyckiej zajmowana czg¢s¢ budynkow klasztornych, jak
réwniez dobra klasztorne w Szczyrzycu'’. Najbardziej
petny opis folwarku szczyrzyckiego pochodzi z 1868 r.
Analogicznie jak w przypadku folwarku w Pogorzanach,
inwentarz klasztoru zawierajacy opis folwarku szczyrzyc-
kiego w 1868 r. nie wymienia jego sktadu osobowego.

Wedtug danych z 1645 r. folwark znajdowat si¢ tuz przy
klasztorze. Inwentarz wymienia nastgpujace zabudowania
folwarczne: spichlerz z trzema ,.komorami”, w sieni spich-
lerza kurnik i stajenke, dalej chlewy, sernik, a pod nim piw-
niczke, budynek mieszkalny, stodoly oraz browar usytuowa-
ny pod klasztorem'*. Budynek mieszkalny folwarku (o wy-
miarach: 19 sazni dlugo$ci 1 5 sazni szerokosci) wedtug
inwentarza z 1868 r. usytuowany byt frontem w kierunku
potnocnym. Od strony zachodniej byt murowany z kamie-
nia famanego na wpot z cegta, za$ od strony wschodniej
drewniany, caly pokryty gontem. Nad dachem wznosi-
ly si¢ cztery murowane kominy. W budynku byly cztery
sienie, pig¢ izb mieszkalnych, spizarnia i izba czeladna. We
wszystkich izbach byly drewniane podlogi. 1zby, pola-
czone ze soba, ogrzewaly trzy piece z kamykow. W dwoch
izbach znajdowaly si¢ kuchenki angielskie o trzech bla-
chach, w jednej za$ piec piekarniczy. Wszystkie izby
mieszkalne byly o$wietlone pojedynczymi lub podwoj-
nymi, dwuskrzydlnymi oknami. W budynku folwarcznym
znajdowaly si¢ takze: spizarnia i izba czeladna z kuch-
nig angielska o trzech wielkich blachach i piecem z kamy-
kéw ogrzewajacym jednoczes$nie dwa pomieszczenia.

Od poludniowo-zachodniej strony budynku znajdo-
wala si¢ stajnia dla krow i wotow. Budynek byl murowa-
ny z kamienia tamanego na wpot z cegla, o wymiarach

halls, five living quarters, a larder and the servants’ room.
All rooms had wooden floors and were heated with three
stone stoves. Two of the rooms had stoves with three
plates, one with a baking oven. All living quarters had sin-
gle or double, two-winged windows. The grange building
also had a larder and the servants’ room with a stove with
three huge plates and a stone stove heating two rooms at
the same time.

From the south-west side of the building there was a sta-
ble for cows and oxen. The 15 fathoms long and 4.5 fa-
thoms wide building was made of rubble stone and brick.
Its entrance led from the grange courtyard. The stable was
furnished with an appropriate number of mangers and lad-
ders. Further there were two “thick-boarded” swineries with
a regular board ceiling. The first of them had five stalls, the
other two. From the north-east side of the building there
were annexed wooden swineries also with five stalls. To
the north of the stalls there was a chicken coop. The build-
ing was 7 fathoms long and 2.66 fathoms wide and it was
made of rubble stone and brick. It had five sections sepa-
rated by wooden partition walls. A dozen or so steps away
from the chicken coop there was a wagon house made of
stone and brick with a shingled roof and a stable for horses
and oxen.

Further from the north side there were three barns
made of stone and brick with thatched roofs, and two lay-
ers of shingles on the roof ridge and eaves. Two barns
were 31 fathoms long, 5 fathoms wide, and 1.66 fathoms
high, and the third one was 21 fathoms long, 6.5 fathoms
wide, and 2 fathoms high. Each of them had three huge
single, two-winged entrance gates with wooden hanging
posts and there were sheds for farm tools added to each of
them from the south side.

All of the buildings were enclosed by a fence made of
boards. On the left side from the road leading to the abbey
from the grange, and further to Goéra §w. Jana, there was
a building which earlier served as a communal cell block.
The building was 6 fathoms long, 4 fathoms wide, and
2 fathoms high. It was made of rubble stone and brick;
it had a shingled roof and a masonry chimney.

Opposite the main entrance to the monastery there was
a watermill. The building, located on a free plot by the
road leading from Skrzydlna to Szczyrzyc, was made of
rubble stone and brick and it had a shingled roof. The mill
was furnished with all tools for grinding grain and two
millstones. It also had a living quarter for the miller with
a stove with four plates, a baking oven, and a stone stove
for heating.

Right behind the watermill there was an 8 fathoms
long, 2.66 fathoms wide, and 1.66 fathoms high sawmill
made of timber on a rubble stone base. It had a wood saw-
ing device for one saw. On the left side of the road go-
ing from the abbey in Szczyrzyc to Skrzydlna there was
a school. The 15 fathoms long, 11 fathoms wide, and
2 fathoms high building was made of wood, plastered and
had a shingled roof with two masonry chimneys. From the
front on the south side the building had two porches added
to the sides, each supported on two wooden posts. Behind
the school building from the north side there was a small
courtyard enclosed with a fence made of boards.
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15 sgzni dlugosci i 4,5 saznia szeroko$ci. Prowadzito do
niego wejscie z dziedzinca folwarcznego. Stajnia wyposa-
zona byla w potrzebna liczbg ztobow i drabin. Dalej znaj-
dowaly si¢ dwa chlewy na nierogacizng, ,,wydylowane”,
z powala zwyczajng. Pierwszy podzielony byt na pig¢ sta-
jenek, drugi na dwie. Od strony pétnocno-wschodniej bu-
dynku przybudowane byty chlewy na nierogacizng, drew-
niane, podzielone rowniez na pig¢ stajenek. Na poinoc od
stajenek usytuowany byt kurnik. Budynek o wymiarach
7 sazni dlugoscei i 2,66 saznia szeroko$ci byt murowany
z kamienia tamanego na wpoét z cegly i sktadat si¢ z pie-
ciu czegsci, ktore miedzy sobg byly przepierzone $cianami
drewnianymi. O kilkanascie krokéw od kurnika znajdo-
wala si¢ wozownia, murowana z kamienia na wpot z ce-
gla, cala podbita gontem, dalej za$ stajnia na konie i woty.

Dalej od strony poinocnej znajdowaly si¢ trzy stodoty
murowane z kamienia na wpol z cegla, pokryte stoma,
a na kalenicy i okapach podwojne gontem podbite. Dwie
stodoty mialy wymiary: 31 sazni dlugosci, 5 sazni szero-
kosci i 1,66 sagznia wysokosci, trzecia stodota — 21 sgzni
dhugosci, 6,5 saznia szerokosci i 2 sgznie wysokosci. Do
kazdej prowadzily po trzy wielkie pojedyncze, dwuskrzyd-
lowe bramy wjezdne, na drewnianych biegunach, ponadto
od strony potudniowej przybudowano po jednej komorce
na sprzety gospodarskie.

Wszystkie wyzej opisane budynki otoczone byly par-
kanem z desek. Po lewej stronie drogi wiodacej do klasz-
toru, od folwarku, a dalej do Goéry $w. Jana, znajdowat
si¢ budynek, ktory stuzyt dawniej za areszt dominikalny.
Budynek aresztu miat wymiary 6 sazni dlugosci, 4 saznie
szerokosci i 2 saznie wysokosci. Byt murowany z kamie-
nia famanego na wpot z cegla, pokryty gontem, nad da-
chem wznosit si¢ murowany komin.

Naprzeciw gtownego wejscia do klasztoru znajdowat
si¢ mtyn wodny. Budynek ten, stojac na wolnym placu
okoto drogi prowadzacej ze Skrzydlnej do Szczyrzyca,
byt murowany z kamienia famanego na wpo6t z ceglg i pod-
bity gontem. Mlyn wyposazono we wszystkie przyrzady
do mielenia zboza na dwa kamienie. Znajdowala si¢ tez
w nim izba mieszkalna dla mtynarza, a w niej kuchnia an-
gielska o czterech blachach z piecem piekarskim oraz piec
z kamykow stuzacy do ogrzewania.

Zaraz za mtynem byl tracz o wymiarach 8 sazni dtugo$-
ci, 2,66 saznia szerokosci i 1,66 saznia wysokosci, wy-
stawiony z ciosanego drzewa na podmurowaniu z kamie-
nia tamanego. Wewnatrz znajdowat si¢ caty przyrzad do
rznigcia drzewa na jedna pite. Po lewej stronie drogi wio-
dacej z klasztoru w Szczyrzycu do Skrzydlnej znajdowata
si¢ szkota. Budynek ten, o wymiarach 15 sazni dtugosci,
11 sazni szeroko$ci 1 2 saznie wysokosci, w calosci byt
drewniany, otynkowany, gontem kryty. Nad dachem wzno-
sity si¢ dwa murowane kominy. Z frontu od strony po-
hudniowej budynek zdobity dwa po bokach przystawio-
ne ganki, kazdy wsparty na dwdch stupach drewnianych.
Za budynkiem szkoly od strony pétnocnej znajdowat si¢
maly dziedziniec otoczony parkanem z desek.

Na wprost budynku klasztornego usytuowany byt browar,
wybudowany za rzadoéw opata Drohojowskiego w 1628 r.
Najstarszy zachowany opis browaru pochodzi z 1645 r.
Od debu sq wrota stare na biegunie drewnianym, do bro-

Opposite the monastic building there was a brewery,
built when Drohojowski was abbot in 1628. The oldest
original description of the brewery comes from 1645.
An oak tree gate with a wooden hanging post to the brew-
ery door with iron hinges to be closed with an iron hasp
and staples by the door to the cellars. The brewery had
a brewing room with a tub for malt. Further a room to
store malts [...]. Bad kiln. Tub for frying hops. New drying
room and twelve tubs [...] [11].

In the 17" century, the building was built in part of
masonry and in part of wood with a cellar and smaller
room'3. Its condition deteriorated in time and under abbot
Grzymistawski in 17721774 a new brewery was built in
the place of the former one Then X. Jedrzej, profes, prior
on his own initiative and architectural design built a ma-
sonry brewery as seen in 1772, three masons erected all
walls ad extra, our subjects built the roof and in 1773, the
three masons finished all intus, with chimney, further
along the abbey pond, from the brewery wall, as it is
[smudged] laid. Masons received unequal fees, one three
times a week dinner and almost three mugs of booze, jug
of beer each day, 12 guldens a week, another 9 guldens,
third hardly worked, two feast occured in a week, money
for one of them deducted. By the wall of the brewery erec-
ted in 1774 X. Jedrzej, our prior built stables [3, k. 22].

In the 19™ century, the brewery was 27 fathoms long
and 36 fathoms wide; it was made of stone and brick. Its
gable roof frame had no post with two layers of shingles.
There were three masonry chimneys. A door led from the
courtyard in front of the brewery to the entrance hall
whose ceiling was made of boards and the floor of stone
slabs. Another door led from the entrance hall to a steep-
ing room and a malting room. In the middle of the steep-
ing room there was a masonry pillar supporting the beam
under the ceiling joists. The room also had a stone stove,
a tub for soaking malt, a malt grinding machine and an
alembic for brewing malt. A door led from that room to
a drying room with a brick floor where there was a malt
drying masonry device with a roof made of iron slabs
covered with a black metal sheet. Behind the drying room
there was a cooling room with a large inbuilt copper kettle
for brewing beer and one round tub with iron bends,
hearths for the drying room and a kettle. The places for
the hearths were roofed and separated by a wall from the
brewery. The hearths had iron doors with two iron hinges
and a latch. Near the main brewery building there was
a cooling house with cellars. There was a roofed ice house
with no floor next to the cellars.

The granary, with its front facing west, was located to
the south of the main monastic building. It was made of
rubble stone, had two levels and was 7 fathoms 5 feet and
6 inches long, 4 fathoms and 4 feet wide, and 4.33 fathoms
high. Its pavilion roof had two layers of shingles and no
post. In the middle under the granary there was a vaulted
passageway with a rubble stone floor going to the garden
and the courtyard in front of the abbey. The semicircular,
two winged entrance gate to that passageway was made

W XVII w. budynek byl czgsciowo murowany, a czgs-
ciowo drewniany z piwnicg i komorg'>. Z czasem ulegt on
zniszczeniu, tak iz za rzadow opata Grzymistawskiego
w latach 1772—1774 wybudowano nowy browar na miejs-
cu dawnego drewnianego Zaczym X. Jedrzej, profes tutej-
szy, przeor swoim wymystem i architektury wystawit bro-
war murowany jako widziemy w roku 1772, mularzow
trzech wszystkie sciany ad extra wystawili, nasi poddani
dachem pokryli, w tym zas roku 1773, mularze trzej intus
Sciany i wszystko skonczyli, kominy jako wiodgcy, wypro-
wadzili, nad to bokiem stawu opackiego, od muru browar-
nego, jako juz jest taki [zamazane| pociggneli. Mularze
nierownej place brali, jeden trzy razy w tydzien obiad
i niecale trzy kubki gorzolki, piwa garniec co dzien, ztotych
polskich 12 na tydzien, drugi po zip. 9, trzeci jakby robil,
dwa swieta w tydzien przypadly, za jedno z nich pienigdze
wytrqgcono. Pod murem od browaru pociggnionym w roku
1774 X. Jedrzej, przeor nasz stajnie wystawit [3, k. 22].

Budynek browarny w XIX w. mial wymiary: 27 sazni
dhugosci, 36 sazni szerokosci, byl murowany z kamienia,
na wpot z cegla. Dach na tym budynku byl szczytowy
z wigzba bez krzesta z podwojnym pokryciem gontowym.
Nad dachem wznosily si¢ trzy murowane kominy. Z dzie-
dzinca znajdujacego si¢ przed budynkiem browaru wcho-
dzito si¢ do sieni, z powaltg z desek i podloga z plyt ka-
miennych. Dalej z sieni prowadzity drzwi do rostowni
i stodowni. W $rodku rostowni stal murowany filar pod-
pierajacy podciag pod belkami powatowymi. W izbie byt
réwniez piec z kamykow, kadz do moczenia stodu, maszy-
na do mielenia stodu i alembik do przepedzania surowicy.
Z izby prowadzily drzwi do suszarni z posadzka ceglana,
w ktorej znajdowat si¢ przyrzad do suszenia stodu, mur-
owany, z dachem zlozonym ze sztab zelaznych, pokryty
czarng blachg zelazna. Z suszarni przechodzito si¢ dalej
do chlodziarni, w ktorej znajdowat si¢ wielki zamurowany
kociol miedziany stuzacy do warzenia piwa oraz jedna
okragta kadz, okuta zelaznymi obr¢czami, paleniska pod
suszarni¢ i kociot. Miejsce, gdzie byly paleniska, zaskle-
piono i oddzielono murem od browaru. Drzwiczki do
palenisk byly zelazne i okute dwoma zawiaskami i za-
suwka. W poblizu zasadniczego budynku browaru znaj-
dowal si¢ budynek chtodni z piwnicami. Obok piwnic
umieszczono lodownig, zasklepiong i bez posadzki.

Na potudnie od gltéwnego budynku klasztornego fron-
tem na zachdd usytuowany byt spichlerz. Budynek ten byt
murowany z kamienia tamanego, dwupig¢trowy o wymia-
rach 7 sazni, 5 stop, 6 cali dlugosci, 4 saznie i 4 stopy
szerokosci oraz 4,33 saznia wysokosci. Mial namiotowy
dach, podwojnie gontem pokryty ,,bez krzesta”. W srodku
pod spichlerzem byt przejazd zasklepiony, wybrukowa-
ny kamieniem tamanym, wiodacy do ogrodu i na dzie-

of glued two-inch-thick pine tree boards with trimmers.
Its frame was made of ashlars and had six long, straight
hinges with ornaments and an iron latch with a device to
close with a padlock [8, pp. 149-164].

The monastic granges in the 20™ century

The Cistercian monastery in Szczyrzyc was granted
the status of abbey again in 1918. The monastic property
according to the records from the end of 1918 included:
arable land 832 morgas [c. 1151 acres] (including bad-
lands — 60 morgas [c. 83 acres], leased land — 155 morgas
[c. 215 acres], cultivated by the grange servants — 46 mor-
gas [c. 64 acres]), meadows — 71 morgas [c. 86 acres],
natural pastures — 62 morgas [c. 86 acres], gardens — 18
morgas [c. 25 acres], ponds — 8, forests — 1125 morgas
[c. 1557 acres], under buildings — 8 morgas [c. 11 acres],
roads — 49. It should be noted that livestock at the same
time included: horses — 35, oxen — 83, cows — 75, swine
— 45, sheep — 4. The farmstead had 7 treadmill threshers.
The structure of crop cultivation at the monastic farmstead
in the fall 1918 and spring 1919 was as follows: wheat —
95 morgas [c. 132 acres], rye — 53 morgas [c. 73 acres],
barley — 54 morgas [c. 75 acres], oats — 108 morgas [c.
150 acres], spelt — 9 morgas [c. 13 acres], pea — 1 morga
[c. 1.38 acres], potatoes — 43 morgas [c. 60 acres], beets
— 15 morgas [c. 55 acres], clover — 140 morgas, vetch —
40 morgas [c. 55 acres] and cabbage — 8 morgas [c. 11
acres]'©.

At that time the monastery owned the following rooms
and buildings: The monastic building has 30 rooms for
clerical monks, 20 of which are occupied by the members
of the order and the servants, whereas the rest is not in-
habited but used for other purposes (library, refectory,
larder; offices and guest rooms) [...]"".

Apart from the monastery the order owned the follow-
ing buildings: brewery — leased to Marian Szubert for the
annual rent of 2000 crowns (The brewery building at the
end of 1914, during the war, was significantly damaged
and as a result the brewery ceased to operate. After some
repairs it resumed its operations on May 1, 1919); the mo-
nastic mill — leased to Stanistaw Orzechowski for the an-
nual rent of 200 crowns; the brewer’s house for which the
monastery did not charge rent; a general school with four
grades, maintained by the order. Apart from those build-
ings each of the seven monastic granges had one residen-
tial building inhabited by the grange servants'®.

According to the records made by the abbey in 1925 the
monastery had in total the area of 2233 morgas [c. 3090
acres], including: arable land, mostly class III — 832 mor-
gas [c. 1151 acres], meadows — 71 morgas [c. 98 acres],
gardens — 18 morgas [c. 25 acres], pastures — 62 morgas
[c. 86 acres], ponds — 8, land after buildings — 57 morgas
[c. 79 acres], badlands — 60 morgas [c. 83 acres], forests
— 1125 morgas [c. 1557 acres]. An estimate value of those

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dziniec przed opactwo. Brama wjezdna do tego przejaz-
du byta poétkolista, dwuskrzydlna klejona, z dwucalowych
sosnowych dylow z opierzeniem, w futrynie z kamienia
ciosowego i okuta szescioma dhugimi, prostymi zawiasa-
mi z krukami i zelazng zasuwg z przyrzadem do zamyka-
nia na ktodke [8, s. 149-164].

Folwarki klasztorne w XX w.

W 1918 r. klasztor cystersow w Szczyrzycu ponownie
otrzymat status opactwa. Majatek klasztorny na podstawie
spisu z konca 1918 r. liczyt: roli uprawnej 832 morgi (w tym
ugory stanowily 60 moérg, dzierzawy — 155 morg, uzytkowa-
nie przez stuzbe folwarczng — 46 morg), tak — 71 morg, pa-
stwisk naturalnych — 62 morgi, ogrodow — 18 morg, stawow
—8, lasow — 1125 morg, pod budynkami — 8 morg, drog —49.
Warto zaznaczy¢, ze stan inwentarza Zywego w tym samym
czasie wynosit: koni — 35, wotow — 83, krow — 75, $win — 45,
owiec — 4. Gospodarstwo dysponowalo 7 mtocarniami kie-
ratowymi. Struktura upraw gospodarstwa klasztornego je-
sienig 1918 1 wiosng 1919 r. przedstawiata si¢ nastgpujaco:
pszenicy — 95 morg, zyta — 53 morgi, jeczmienia — 54 morgi,
owsa — 108 morg, orkiszu — 9 moérg, grochu — 1 morga, ziem-
niakow — 43 morgi, burakéw — 15 morg, koniczyny — 140
morg, wyki — 40 morg i kapusty — 8 morg!®.

W tym czasie do klasztoru nalezaly nastgpujace po-
mieszczenia i zabudowania: Budynek klasztorny miesci
w sobie 30 ubikacji (pomieszczen dla zakonnikow), z kto-
rych 20 zajmujq czlonkowie konwentu i stuzba, reszta zas
nie jest zamieszkata ale uzyta na inne cele (biblioteka, re-
fektarz, spizarnia, kancelarie i pokoje goscinne) [...]"".

Oprocz klasztoru konwent posiadat nastgpujace bu-
dynki: browar — wydzierzawiony Marianowi Szuberto-
wi za rocznym czynszem 2000 koron (Budynek browa-
ru pod koniec 1914 r., podczas dziatan wojennych, zostat
znacznie uszkodzony. Wskutek tego browar zawiesit swo-
ja dziatalno$¢. Po przeprowadzeniu naprawy zostal uru-
chomiony 1 maja 1919 r.); mtyn klasztorny — wydzierza-
wiony Stanistawowi Orzechowskiemu za roczny czynsz
w wysokos$ci 200 koron; budynek zamieszkany przez pi-
wowara, za ktéry klasztor nie pobierat optaty czynszu;
szkota czteroklasowa ludowa, utrzymywana kosztem
konwentu. Oprécz wymienionych budynkow w kazdym
z siedmiu folwarkéw klasztornych znajdowatl si¢ jeden
dom mieszkalny, ktory zajmowata shuzba folwarczna!®.

Na podstawie wykazu z 1925 r. sporzadzonego przez
opactwo wiadomo, ze klasztor dysponowat facznie area-
fem o lacznej powierzchni 2233 moérg, w tym: ziemi ornej,
przewaznie klasy III — 832 morgi, tak — 71 morg, ogro-
dow — 18 morg, pastwisk — 62, stawoéw — 8, gruntow po-
budowlanych — 57, nieuzytkéw — 60, lasow — 1125 morg.
Wartos¢ szacunkowa tych gruntow wedlug dwczesnych
cen w tamtejszej okolicy wynosita 16 000 000 koron; do-
chod katastralny z tych gruntéw to 6881 koron i 56 hale-
rzy, a dochod gospodarczy rzeczywisty — 160 000 koron.

lands calculated according to the prices then appropriate
for that region was 16 000 000 crowns; the cadaster in-
come from those lands was 6881 crowns and 56 halers,
and the real economic income — 160 000 crowns. In 1925,
almost the whole monastic property was managed by the
monastery. Only 155 morgas [c. 215 acres] were leased to
as many as 120 persons. The average rent from one morga
[c. 1.38 acres] was 100 crowns. The monastic grange had
91 persons employed permanently. The monastic lands in-
cluded then seven granges (four made of wood and three
made of masonry), 14 wooden barns, six granaries (four
made of wood and two made of masonry), one brewery
and six tenement houses whose value in 1925 was over
680 000 crowns'.

In 1928, in reply to the letter from the district authori-
ties in Limanowa from April 19, 19282, abbot Teodor
Magiera made a list of arable land as well as all residential
buildings and farmhouses that belonged to the monastic
estates. The monastery in Szczyrzyc had 147 ha of land,
including 111 ha of arable land, 5 ha of orchards and gar-
dens, 22 ha of meadows and pastures, 2 ha of badlands
and 7 ha — other. The grange in Dobroniéw had in total
85 ha, including 72 ha of arable land, 1 ha orchards and
gardens, 7 ha of meadows and pastures, 5 ha — forests;
the grange in Janowice had in total 83 ha, including
64 ha of arable land, 1 ha of orchards and gardens, 8 ha of
meadows and pastures, 9 ha of forests, 1 ha of badlands;
the grange in Raciborzany had in total 78 ha, including
61 ha of arable land, 2 ha of orchards and gardens, 8 ha of
meadows and pastures, 2 ha of forests, 5 ha of badlands;
the grange in Gruszéw had in total 246 ha, including
55 ha of arable land, 3 ha — orchards and gardens, 2 ha
— meadows and pastures, 185 ha — forests, | ha — bad-
lands; the grange in Pogorzany had in total 340 ha, all
340 ha of forests; the grange in Porabka had in total
105 ha, all forests and the same in Markuszowa which
had in total 21 ha — all forests?'. The biggest granges were
in Pogorzany, Gruszow, and Porgbka, however, the total
arable area of the other granges was similar, with the ex-
ception of the grange in Pogorzany and Poragbka whose
whole land was forested.

Part of the monastic property was sold to provide for
the needs of the monastery, whereas another part was
parceled out in the 19205 In August 1919, abbot Teo-
dor Magiera and the abbey in Szczyrzyc as the owners
of the land by the inn in Goéra $w. Jan signed an agree-
ment with the representatives of the Commune of Goéra
St. Jan for sale by the order of “Podogrodzie” land and
“Na przedewsig” land to the Commune of Goéra $§w. Jan
for 20 000 crowns provided that part of the land will be
used for a cemetery and another part for a school. The
order granted the Commune the square at the market,
where the inn used to be, provided that the Commune un-
dertakes by a separate contract that nothing will be built
on that square. Failure to comply with that provision shall

W 1928 r., w odpowiedzi na pismo Starostwa w Lima-
nowej z 19 kwietnia 1928 1.2, opat Teodor Magiera
sporzadzit wykaz uzytkowanej ziemi oraz wszystkich bu-
dynkoéw mieszkalnych i gospodarskich nalezacych do dobr
klasztornych. I tak klasztor w Szczyrzycu posiadat 147 ha
ziemi, w tym 111 ha gruntéw ornych, 5 ha sadéow i ogro-
dow, 22 ha tak i pastwisk, 2 ha nieuzytkéw oraz 7 ha — in-
nych. W folwarku w Dobroniowie lgcznie 85 ha, w tym
72 ha gruntow ornych, 1 ha sadéw i ogrodow, 7 ha tak i pa-
stwisk, 5 ha —lasow; w folwarku w Janowicach — lacznie
83 ha, w tym 64 ha gruntéw ornych, 1 ha sadéw i ogrodow,
8 ha tak i pastwisk, 9 ha laséw, 1 ha nieuzytkow; w fol-
warku w Raciborzanach, lacznie 78 ha, w tym 61 ha
gruntéw ornych, 2 ha sadéw i ogrodow, 8 ha tak i pastwisk,
2 ha lasow, 5 ha nieuzytkéw; w folwarku w Gruszowie,
lacznie 246 ha, w tym 55 ha gruntéw ornych, 3 ha — sadow
i ogrodéw, 2 ha — tak i pastwisk, 185 ha — laséw, 1 ha —
nieuzytkow; w folwarku w Pogorzanach lgcznie 340 ha
w tym 340 ha lasow; w folwarku w Porabce lacznie 105 ha
w tym cato$¢ stanowit las. Analogicznie bylo w Markuszo-
wej, gdzie tacznie bylo 21 ha i catoéé¢ stanowit las?!. Zde-
cydowanie najwigkszymi byty folwarki w Pogorzanach,
Gruszowie i Porgbce, pozostate folwarki byly poréwny-
walne, jesli chodzi o faczng powierzchni¢ uzytkowanych
areatow. Wyjatek odnotowano w folwarku w Pogorzanach
i Porgbce, w ktorych areat stanowit w calosci las.

Cze$¢ majatku klasztornego byta sprzedawana na za-
bezpieczenie potrzeb klasztoru, czgs¢ za$ podlegata w la-
tach 20. XX w. parcelacji. I tak w sierpniu 1919 r. opat
Teodor Magiera i konwent szczyrzycki jako wiasciciel
gruntu nalezacego do karczmy w Goérze $w. Jana zawarl
umowe z przedstawicielami gminy Goéra §w. Jana w spra-
wie sprzedazy przez konwent gminie Géra §w. Jana grun-
tu ,,Podogrodzie” oraz gruntu ,,Na przedewsia” za kwotg
20 000 koron z zastrzezeniem, ze ten grunt ma by¢ w czes-
ci przeznaczony pod cmentarz, a w czesci pod szkote. Plac
w rynku, gdzie znajdowala si¢ karczma, konwent podaro-
wal gminie, pod warunkiem ze gmina zobowiagze si¢ od-
dzielnym kontraktem, iz nic na tym placu nie bedzie wy-
budowane. W razie niedotrzymania warunku umowy plac
automatycznie miat przej$¢ na wlasno$é konwentu??.

W 1920 r. opat sprzedat mtyn i tartak w Raciborzanach
Jozefowi Tatarze?®. Cztery lata pdzniej opat Teodor Ma-
giera z upowaznienia konwentu sprzedat 65 morg potozo-

result in automatic transfer of the square ownership to
the order??.

In 1920, the abbot sold the mill and the sawmill in
Raciborzany to Jozef Tatar®. Four years later abbot Teo-
dor Magiera was authorized by the order to sell 65 mor-
gas [c. 90 acres] of land located in Gora-Pobreczyn
(Dabrowa) to pay forest tax and land tax in the amount of
PLN 30 00074,

In 1927, the monastic grange in Pogorzany was parceled
out and the village of Pogorzany was sold to the “Land
Unification Board” which was composed of Jan Frys,
Jedrzej Wasowicz, Gustaw Morajko, Jan Repelewicz and
Jozef Drzyzgiewicz?®. In total 129 morgas (c. 179 acres)
of land were sold?¢. Abbot Magiera authorized engineer
Bromowicz from Cracow to perform all acts connected
with the parceling out of the grange®’. By resolution of
the order from April 26, 1936 the monastery sold 1 ha
of land for PLN 3500 for building a school and provided
500 cubic meters of construction wood for PLN 6000. [...]
provided that it shall not be required any more to perform
any other obligations to finish the school building, furnish
the school or any other buildings that prove to be neces-
sary for the school purposes (such as an apartment for the
principal, woodshed, toilets, fence)?s.

The register of land owned by the monastery in Szczy-
rzyc, which was made in 1925, recorded that the parceling
out adversely affects the following:

* pastoral work — as it is impossible for the priest alone
to provide on a regular basis means of transportation
needed for the sick, schools, and Sunday excursions in the
area of over 20 morgas [c. 28 acres];

* maintaining parish clerics — who work in four parish-
es incorporated at the order with no subsidies to provide
for those priests;

* Christian charity — it shall totally prevent the hither-
to existing charity work for small-farm owners, landless
farmers, and the poor both locally and farther away;

* pastoral work in education and economic institutions
— due to the lack of adequate number of priests no one
will be available to work at the local school with 4 grades
maintained exclusively at the expense of the order through
Reiffeisen and local farmers’ associations;

* maintaining the agricultural level — as parceling out
of the monastic lands shall result in disappearance of the
pattern to follow and incentive to run the farmsteads ratio-
nally at the parish and the basis of the subsistence for the
families working permanently at the abbey?.

The monastic granges did suffer hard times too. For
instance the steam-powered sawmill in Szczyrzyc and the
nearby mill burned down in 19213°. That year the mill

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nych w Goérze-Pobreczynie (tzw. Dabrowe), w celu uisz-
czenia zaptaty za podatek od lasu i podatek od gruntow
wynoszacy 30 000 ztotych?,

W 1927 r. odbyla si¢ natomiast parcelacja folwarku
klasztornego Pogorzany i sprzedaz wsi Pogorzany ,,Ra-
dzie Scalenia”, w ktorej sktad weszli: Jan Frys, Jedrzej
Wasowicz, Gustaw Morajko, Jan Repelewicz i Jozef Drzyz-
giewicz®. W sumie sprzedano 129 mérg ziemi%¢. Petnomoc-
nictw do wykonywania wszelkich czynno$ci zwiagzanych
z parcelacjg folwarku opat Magiera udzielil inzynie-
rowi Bromowiczowi z Krakowa?’. Uchwata konwentu
z 26 kwietnia 1936 r. klasztor sprzedat 1 ha gruntu za

Gospodarstwa klasztornego nie ominety w tym czasie
i trudne chwile. Cho¢by w 1921 r. — sptonat w Szczyrzycu
parowy tartak klasztorny oraz stojacy obok mtyn®°. W tym
roku dotkngt konwent tutejszy, pozar miyna i tartaku wy-
dzierzawionego Stanistawowi Orzechowskiemu ze Skrzyd-
Inej. Pozar ten byl na noc Uroczystosci Trzech Kroli— gdyby
nie dachowka na klasztorze bylby i klasztor sptongl. Miyn
odbudowano w tym roku, tartak zas parowy zaczeto budo-

and the sawmill leased to Stanistaw Orzechowski from
SkrzydIna burned down. That fire broke out on the Twelfth
Night — had it not been for the clay tiles on the abbey, it
would have burned down too. The mill was rebuilt that
vear, whereas the construction of the steam-powered saw-
mill began on Smykani [...] [12, p. 28]. Abbot Magiera
realized that the monastic estates, which included a lot of
forest, needed a sawmill and so in 1922 he set up a com-
pany with engineer Sacha from Cracow and built a new
sawmill in the meadows in “rzeczyski” where wood was
brought from Cietnia. After sawing logs the boards which
were transported to the railroad station in Dobra and next
by rail to timber warehouses in Cracow. That sawmill did
not operate long as it burned down only four years later,
on May 19, 192531,

The economy of the abbey in Szczyrzyc did not suf-
fer during the war in 1939-1945 as when Germans in-
vaded Szczyrzyc they did not close down the grange. On
the contrary, in November 1939, the management over the
monastic granges, the granary, and the monastic proceeds
was taken over by German commissary (“Frenhender”)
Alfred Kokot, who was a “Silesian and Catholic”. It was
because of him that farm machines were purchased for
the granges, pedigree pig farming was established, and
various seeds were procured. He himself made a lot of
effort to improve the monastic economy, and he did that
also to generate profits. He indeed became rich, just like
all monastic officials always make piles of money on the
abbey and only monks are doomed to be poor. But there
was no hunger under Kokot, we ate four times and decent
portions [...] [12, p. 35].

The monastic grange operated successfully during the
war, which is demonstrated among others by the dedica-
tion to abbot Benedykt Biros in the catalog of the second
show of the Polish Red Cattle reared in the districts of
Bochnia, Limanowa, and Myslenice which was held in
Zegartowice on May 19, 1941. It was organized by the
Matopolski Zwigzek Hodowcow Bydla Czerwonego
(Red Cattle Breeding Association) in Cracow: For His
Eminence Most Reverend Priest Abbot of the Cistercian
Order in Szczyrzyc with the words of utmost honor, great
respect, and appreciation for His unremitting work to im-
prove the agricultural level and farming of the Polish Red
Cattle [...] [13].

The situation changed dramatically after the end of
Second World War when the communists came to power
in Poland. On March 20, 1950, the Sejm passed an act on
taking over by the state all land owned by the Church and
establishing the state financed Church Fund [14, p. 21].
By the power of that act the abbey in Szczyrzyc lost its
granges in Szczyrzyc, Dobroniéw, Janowice, Godusza
which were united as a state-owned collective farm. Other
large forested areas, the brewery, the brickyard and the
windmill were also nationalized [15, p. 3].

The situation continued until the collapse of the com-
munist system in Poland. After Solidarity won elections
on June 4, 1989, the political situation in Poland changed.

The abbot in Szczyrzyc Hubert Kostrzanski tried to re-
gain the monastic estates taken by the state in 1945. His
efforts were successful and by the decree from Decem-
ber 18, 1992 of the Property Commission in Warsaw the
property located in Szczyrzyc, Jodtownik, Janowice (in
total 93.83 ha) was returned to the Cistercian abbey in
Szczyrzyc. The Cistercians undertook also to take over all
assets (both real and movable property), including farm
equipment (tractors, mowers, plows, harrows, trailers,
etc.), livestock, i.e. 36 Polish Red cows. In total in 1993
the abbey regained 84 ha of forest, 124 ha of arable area,
and 64 ha of land leased at the estates in Janowice, Pogo-
rzany, Szczyrzyc [16]. This way, after almost 50 years,
the holdings of the monastery in Szczyrzyc which steadily
grew for whole centuries were partly united again. The
idea of the monastic grange with other original farm out-
buildings is still present in the minds of the inhabitants of
Szczyrzyc and its direct vicinity (especially the oldest of
them), as well as the clerical monks themselves. Although
in many cases the original structures were almost totally
remodeled and their functions changed (e.g. the monastic
brewery), they still remain as the relics of the past monas-
tic serfdom economy.

Abstract

The Cistercian monastic economy in the Middle Ages and in the modern era was based on land farming and animal husbandry which provided for
the current needs of each abbey. At the turn of the 14™ and 15% centuries new forms of farmsteads — granges — began to develop in the Cistercian
monasteries along with the increased settlement processes and organizational changes. The monastery economy in Szczyrzyc was mainly agricul-
tural and included fields, meadows, pastures, gardens and orchards. The basic crops included: rye, wheat, barley, oat as well as millet. Furthermore,
they grew calamus, buckwheat, vetch, clover, potatoes as well as hemp and hops. In the gardens they grew parsnip, nigella, horseradish, cabbage,
carrot, parsley, broad bean, turnip, onion, beet and poppy as well as fruit trees such as apple, pear and plum. The main sources of information on the
Cistercian economy in Szczyrzyc include the original 17%, 18" and 19"-century monastic inventories and many other documents, especially those
regarding the modern era. Their analysis provides information about both the equipment of the granges, including necessary land farming machinery,
and the land farming efficiency. Furthermore, the paper describes the changes regarding the farming land ownership in the Szczyrzyc abbey after 1945.
